3.1 EXAMINATION   

A. Examine Project conditions and completed Work and verify that substrate surfaces are ready to 
receive Work.  



 

 

 

 

   

B. Immediately correct all deficiencies and conditions which would cause improper execution of 
Work specified in this Section and subsequent Work.  

C. Proceeding with Work specified in this Section shall be interpreted to mean that all conditions 
were determined to be acceptable prior to start of Work. If substrate preparation is the 
responsibility of another installer, notify Architect of unsatisfactory preparation before proceeding.  
 

3.2 PREPARATION  

A. Clean surfaces thoroughly and remove extraneous materials prior to installation.  

B. Prepare surfaces using the methods recommended by the manufacturer for achieving the best 
results for the substrate under project conditions.    
 

3.3 INSTALLATION   

A. Install stone or brick veneer in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions and 
recommendations.  

B. Do not begin installation until the backing structure is plumb, bearing surfaces are level, and 
substrates are clean and supported.  

C. Coordinate placement of reinforcement, anchors and accessories, flashings, and other moisture 
control products supplied by other sections.    

D. Clean all built-in items of loose rust, ice, mud, or other foreign matter before incorporating into the 
wall.   

A. If required, provide temporary bracing during installation of masonry work.  
 

3.4 PROTECTION  

A. Protection, General: In addition to general requirements specified in Section [01 50 00 – 
Temporary Facilities and Controls,] [01 54 00 – Construction Aids,] [Section 01 56 00 – Temporary 
Barriers and Enclosures,] [Section 01 60 00 – Product Requirements,] and [Section 01 77 00 – 
Closeout Procedures,] comply also with the following requirements.  

1. Protect installed products until completion of project.   

2. Protect adjacent work areas and finish surfaces from damage during product installation.   

3. Cover the top of unfinished masonry work to protect it from weather.   

4. Prevent staining of brick from mortar, grout, sealants, and other sources.  Immediately 
remove such materials from brick without damage to the brickwork.   

5. Protect the base of walls from mud and mortar splashes by covers spread on ground and 
over wall surface.   

6. Adjust or reset any materials distributed by successive operations.   



 

 

 

 

   

7. Repair, touch-up, or replace damaged products before Substantial Completion.  

B. Maintenance of Protective Measures: Maintain protective devices until Work is [ready for 
Substantial Completion review.] [ready for Acceptance] [accepted].  

C. Removal of Protective Measures: Unless otherwise directed, remove protective devices and 
complete final cleaning [for Substantial Completion review.] [upon Acceptance of the Work]. 
[Protective devices will be removed by Owner.]  
 

3.5 ADJUSTMENT AND CLEANING   

A. Labels and Coverings: Remove all labels and protective coverings from completed Work.  

B. Cleaning: Thoroughly clean the Work specified in this Section and adjoining surfaces and areas 
affected by installation.   

1. Clean exposed faces to remove dirt and stains which may be on units after erection and 
completion of joint treatments.    

2. Wash and rinse as recommended by the manufacturer.   

3. Do not use cleaning materials or processes which could change the character of the exposed 
finishes.
